Left Ring Finger— Which organisms do photosynthesis?
Left Middle Finger— What is the purpose of photosynthesis?

Left Pointer Finger— What is the chemical equation of photosynthesis? (label each side of the equation as reactants or products)
Left Thumb—Where are the products of photosynthesis going after they are produced?
Right Palm—Briefly describe the three stages
Right Pinky Finger—Where does cellular respiration occur in cell?

Right Ring Finger—Which organisms do cellular respiration?
Right Middle Finger—What is the purpose of cellular respiration?
Right Pointer Finger— What is the chemical equation of cellular respiration? (label each side of the equation as reactants or products)
Right Thumb— Where are the products of cellular respiration going after they are produced?
3. Color the photosynthesis hand light green (to represent chlorophyll and/or chloroplast).  Color the respiration hand red (to represent energy or the heat given off when using energy).
